COURSE DESCRIPTTION:

Students are given an appreciation of the language of film and how
films function as communication, entertainment and art. Discussion and writing activities will stress
analysis, evaluation and comparison/contrast. In addition, students will be expected to use film concepts
and vocabulary as they explore their understanding of this art form. Alignment to the lowa Core
Curriculum: Instruction, learning, and assessment are built on a selection of the 11-12th grade band
expectations from the lowa Core Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking, and Language Strands.
